Dear Parents and Teens,
The Preeminence of Christ -- “PreEm” weekend is May 5-6. You may pick up your teen at 4:00 Saturday afternoon at the church. (All travel will be by church vans).

We look forward to the spiritual impact that Christ will accomplish at this event as He has in the past. We are excited to have Matt Hoffland speak to us. He is a singer, songwriter, and dramatist. He is on staff at Camp Forest Springs. Several other churches are invited to enjoy the banquet that centers on the preeminence of Christ in our lives. The decorations, Friday night program, and Saturday activities should all prove to complement this theme. Please pray for the spiritual impact that God plans to make through this weekend.

The teens will work hard with you as parents to make this a special occasion. We praise God for the growth in the lives of many teens this year.
